By: Breanne Durham, Executive Director 

This month I am excited to share with you 

information about three new downtown busi-

nesses that have either recently opened or 

are planning to open within the next few 

weeks. All three are small businesses owned 

by young entrepreneurs who are excited to 

be part of the downtown district! 

 

BLUE LANTERN COFFEE HOUSE: For 

the last few months there has been a sign in 

the window of 326 Main Streetðthe kind of 

sign that has coffee-lovers eagerly anticipat-

ing the chance to curl up in a chair in a his-

toric downtown building and sip on a latte: 

ñComing sooné.Blue Lantern Coffee 

House.ò  

 

Dawn Abbott, owner of Blue Lantern, has 

been hard at work preparing the interior 

space for her first brick and mortar business. 

Dawn, who previously owned a coffee stand 

in Moscow, called about the space at 326 

Main as soon as it became available.  

 

ñI fell in love with this building when Black-

bird Java was here,ò says Dawn. ñEver since 

I had a dream that if I ever owned a coffee 

shop I wanted it to be here.ò  

 

Dawnôs dream is becoming a reality! The 

hardwood floors have been uncovered, ec-

lectic 1920s light fixtures and furniture are 

being installed, and a custom espresso bar is 

being built for the space. The token blue 

lantern is already hanging from the ceiling. 

With a just a few finishing touches left, 

Dawn expects to open for business in mid-

July.  

 

Patrons will be able to enjoy drip coffee, 

espresso, granitas, Italian sodas, tea, and 

baked goods.  Blue Lantern will feature a 

special blend of organic coffee from Land-

grove (local roasters out of Troy, Idaho) and 

baked goods from Sage Baking Co. (until 

Dawn gets her own line of baked goods go-

ing). Blue Lantern will be open from 7 a.m.

ð5 p.m., with hours extended once their 

beer and wine license is acquired. Dawn also 

hopes to incorporate live music and local 

artists into the atmosphere of her coffee 

house. Suffice it to say, Blue Lantern will be 

a welcome addition to the downtown mix!
